What is Heritage doing with Habitat for Humanity?
As part of the Urban Initiative, Heritage is teaming up with Habitat for Humanity to build a house in the Linden area.  This is an opportunity for HCC to build into a family in need – physically and spiritually. 

What does teaming up with Habitat for Humanity involve?
The Heritage community provides money and volunteers for the house build.  Keep reading for information on how you can help.

What are the prayer needs?
The prayer needs for the Heritage-Habitat house build project are:
· The wellbeing of the family God wants Heritage to bless with a house
· Safety of the volunteers
· That as a faith community we are able to bless someone with this new home and touch the Linden area community in the process
· That God will provide the money, resources and volunteers for a successful project

What are the financial needs?
Habitat requires one hundred thousand dollars to build a house in the Columbus area.  We are blessed to have Enterprise donating seventy-five thousand dollars to the project.  Heritage needs to raise the remaining twenty-five thousand dollars.  

How can I donate?
Donations may be placed in the regular offering during the weekend services, please be sure to mark your donation ‘Habitat House.’

How can I donate my time/volunteer?
There are a couple different ways you can participate in the construction effort.

Work crew: You can be part of the general work crew which will involve building, painting, etc.  No construction experience is necessary and other non-construction tasks are available.  If you are interested in the general work crew you should please send an e-mail to hcc.habitat.voluteer@gmail.com, please put ‘work crew’ in subject line.  

Food crew: If you are interested in participating in the effort, but aren’t interested in the onsite work you can be part of the food crew.  The food crew is the team of people that will bring lunch to the general work crew.  The food can be anything from pizza to homemade entrées or anything in between. If you are interested in being a part of this crew, please send an e-mail to hcc.habitat.volunteer@gmail.com, and type ‘food crew’ in the subject line.
Prayer crew: If you are interested in joining the team as a committed prayer partner, and can commit to praying weekly for the project please send an e-mail to hcc.habitat.volunteer@gmail.com and put ‘prayer crew’ in the subject line.

When will the construction effort start for the volunteers?
Summer 2009.  Watch the Heritage website for project dates.
How does Habitat work?
Through volunteer labor, donations of money and building materials, Habitat builds simple, decent houses with the help of the homeowner (partner) families. Habitat houses are sold to partner families at no profit and financed with zero-percent interest mortgages that are held by the local affiliate. The homeowners must contribute 200-250 hours of labor (sweat equity) to the construction of their own and other homes, and their monthly mortgage payments pay for their home and contribute toward building future Habitat houses.
How old do you need to be to volunteer on a build site?
Volunteers must be at least 16 years old to be on a Habitat build site. If under 18, youth must be accompanied by an adult 21 or older on a one-on-one ratio. Youth cannot operate power tools or work on roofing while on-site.
What is the time commitment for construction?
Construction requires a full day time commitment of 8:30 a.m. to 4 p.m. The build will have two build days per week; Saturday and Thursday.
What if I am not skilled at construction work?
You do not need to be skilled with construction or have previous experience prior to volunteering. There will be house and crew leads on the build site to teach you everything you will need to know!
What size group can volunteer on a build site?
Typically Habitat can accommodate crews of six to twelve people per house, depending on the phase of construction.
What should I wear?
Please wear clothing that you do not mind getting dirty or possibly damaged. Sturdy, hard-soled, closed-toed, closed-heeled shoes are required. No sandals or slip-on shoes allowed. Pants are recommended, but shorts are acceptable as long as they are not too short. Please, no clothing that is too revealing.
Do I need to bring my own tools?
Tools will be provided for you unless you prefer to bring your own. If you do bring your own tools, please label them, so that you are sure to get them back.
Are volunteers required to wear safety gear?
Yes, volunteers will be required to wear safety goggles at all times, and hard hats through the drywall phase. Work gloves and ear protection are also highly recommended.
